Anti-racist Teaching in Schools is a free, open-access online course for teachers and 
school professionals who wish to develop confident, inclusive and anti-racist practice. 

 

The course supports participants to reflect on how racism operates in educational 
contexts and provides practical tools to challenge prejudice, engage in meaningful 
conversations about race, and shape more inclusive curricula and school cultures. 

The course can be completed over three weeks, with content released weekly. An 
optional FutureLearn upgrade is available, offering continued access to the course and 
a certificate on completion.
